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BISHOP’S MESSAGE 
 
My Dear Fathers, Sisters and Laity, 

Peace and joy of Our Lord Jesus Christ be with you all! 

October is a month of grace for the Church. We begin with the 
Feast of St. Thérèse of the Child Jesus on October 1, and soon 
after, on October 7, we celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of the 
Rosary. The whole month is dedicated to the Holy Rosary. 

Both of these celebrations are deeply connected: St. Thérèse, 
known as the Little Flower, lived her life with childlike trust and 
love for Jesus through Mary, and the Rosary is precisely the 
prayer that leads us to Jesus through the heart of Mary. 

St. Thérèse of Lisieux teaches us her “Little Way” - the path of 
holiness through small acts of love and great confidence in God. 
She reminds us that holiness is not about doing extraordinary 
deeds, but about doing ordinary things with extraordinary love. 
In her illness and suffering, she united herself with the suffering 
Christ. Though she never went on missions, her prayers and 
sacrifices made her a Patroness of the Missions. Her message is 
simple but profound: anyone, in any walk of life, can become a 
saint by living with humility, love, and trust in God. 

The Rosary is a Gospel prayer that takes us through the 
mysteries of Christ’s life with Mary as our guide. 

 Joyful Mysteries: teach us humility and obedience. 

 Luminous Mysteries: show Christ as the Light of the 

world. 

 Sorrowful Mysteries: unite us with the suffering of 

Christ. 

 Glorious Mysteries: fill us with hope in the Resurrection. 

The Rosary has always been a source of strength for the Church. 
It brings peace to hearts, unity to families, and protection to 
communities. Beloved faithful, when we put St. Thérèse and the 
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Rosary together, we see a clear invitation: holiness through 
simplicity and prayer. 

Thérèse teaches us to love God in small things; the Rosary 
teaches us to remain faithful through daily prayer. 

Thérèse shows us childlike trust; the Rosary helps us entrust 
ourselves to Mary, our Mother. Thérèse offered her life for 
missions; the Rosary unites us to the Church’s mission across the 
world. 

In our families, the Little Way of Thérèse and the Rosary can 
make our homes schools of holiness. In our parishes, praying the 
Rosary together strengthens our faith community. For our youth, 
both Thérèse and the Rosary show that holiness is possible even 
in the midst of ordinary life. 

Dear brothers and sisters, this October let us walk the Little Way 
of St. Thérèse and pray the Rosary with Mary. Both paths lead us 
to the same goal: union with Jesus Christ. 

Let us pray: 

“St. Thérèse of the Child Jesus, teach us to live with childlike 
trust and love. Our Lady of the Rosary, lead us to Jesus through 
your motherly care. Together, may we become true witnesses of 
the Gospel in our families, parishes, and in the world.” 

With joy, I entrust this month to the intercession of St. Thérèse 
and Our Lady of the Rosary, and I impart my blessing upon all of 
you.

I.Pope Leo: ‘Live well and the times will be good’ 

Pope Leo XIV tells a young Roman medical student 

concerned about conflict worldwide that ‘we are living in 

difficult times’ but ‘must not lose hope for a better world.’ 

The September issue opens with a correspondence section. In it, 
Pope Leo replies to Veronica, a 21-year-old medical student from 

Rome.“My dream is to become a doctor and help people heal from 
their illnesses,” writes the young woman.She adds that she is 
concerned about conflict worldwide: “It almost seems 
impossible to live in peace. What future awaits us? Can we hope 
for a better world? And what can we young people do to make 
that happen?” 

Difficult times 

Pope Leo’s reply is simple and affectionate. “Dear Veronica, 

first of all, I sincerely wish that you may fulfil your dream. The 

profession you aspire to is among the noblest, especially if 

lived as service to the weakest and most unfortunate … Your 

questions are the ones that many of your peers hold in their 

hearts.” 

“We are living in difficult times,” the Pope adds, “but this should 

not make us lose hope for a better world.” 

Live well and the times will be good 

Whilst recognising the pain throughout our world, Pope Leo 

emphasises a message of hope and resistance.“It is true that 

we live in difficult times. Evil seems to overwhelm our lives. 

Wars are taking more and more innocent victims,” but we 

must never stop hoping, he writes.“As I have already said, 

quoting Saint Augustine: ‘Live well and the times will be 

good. We are the times.’ Exactly so the times will be good if 

we are good! For this to happen, we must place our hope in 
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the Lord Jesus,” the Pontiff affirms.“It is He who has 

awakened in your heart the desire to make something great 

out of your life. It is He who will give you the strength to 

improve yourself and the society around you, so that the 

times we live in will truly be good times.” 

Friendship with Jesus 

Pope Leo ends his message on a personal note: “For this reason, I 

repeat the invitation I addressed to you and to all the young 
people who came to Tor Vergata: ‘Cultivate your friendship with 
Jesus.’ It’s worth it. Be sure of that. Keep me updated on your 

studies and your inner journey. I bless you from my heart.” 

II.Pope at Jubilee Audience: Faith of simple people guides the 

Church 

As catechists from around the world gather in Rome, Pope Leo 

XIV holds a special Jubilee Audience, saying the ‘sensus fidei,’ the 
faith of the simple people for the things of God, propels the 
Church along new paths.In his catechesis, the Pope reflected at 

length on the sensus fidei, which he said is like a “sixth sense of 

simple people for the things of God.” 

“God is simple and reveals Himself to the simple,” he said. “For 
this reason, there is an infallibility of the People of God in 
believing, of which the infallibility of the Pope is an expression 

and a service.” 

Pope Leo turned to the 4th century St. Ambrose, who was serving 
as governor of the city of Milan during a time of great conflict in 
the Church.As a civil authority, he intervened at a crucial point 
in the election of a new Bishop of Milan, employing his great 
ability for listening and mediation to bring calm among the 
faithful.Tradition recounts that a child cried out “Ambrose 

bishop!” and the whole people joined him in acclamation. 
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“Ambrose was not even baptized; he was only a catechumen, that 
is, preparing for Baptism,” he said. “Yet the people perceived 
something profound in this man and elected him. Thus the 
Church had one of its greatest bishops, and a Doctor of the 

Church.” 

Ambrose, said Pope Leo, at first refused and even fled the city, 
before understanding that this was a call from God, thus 

allowing himself to be baptized and ordained bishop.The Pope 
marvelled at the great gift that “the little ones” gave to the 

Church. 

“Even today this is a grace to ask for: to become Christians while 

living out the vocation we have received!” he said. 

As parents, entrepreneurs, workers, teachers, priests, or 
religious, every person is called to be a Christian through their 

chosen path, noted the Pope, adding that people can “sense” 
whether we are truly becoming Christians or not.After accepting 
his vocation, St. Ambrose lifted up the faith of his people, even 
creating new ways of singing psalms and hymns, of celebrating 
the liturgy and preaching.St. Ambrose’s preaching even 
converted St. Augustine, who himself became a bishop and 

Doctor of the Church. 

“He himself knew how to perceive, and in this way hope 

multiplied,” he said. “To perceive, to intuit, is a way of hoping—

let us not forget this!” 

In conclusion, Pope Leo XIV said God moves His Church forward 

and shows her new paths through the sensus fidei, the faith of the 

people of God. 

“To perceive, to intuit, is the instinct of the little ones for the 
Kingdom that is coming,” he said. “May the Jubilee help us to 

become little ones according to the Gospel, so as to perceive and 

serve God’s dreams!” 
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III. Pope Leo to  La Civiltà Cattolica : Transmit that God is our hope 

Pope Leo XIV invites the Jesuit review La Civiltà Cattolica's 
writers and collaborators to embrace their mission of "perceiving 
the gaze of Christ upon the world, cultivating it, communicating 
it, and bearing witness to it."Addressing the editorial staff of the 

historic Jesuit review La Civiltà Cattolica on the occasion of its 

175th anniversary, Pope Leo XIV urged those before him to 

transmit hope through our Lord. 

La Civiltà Cattolica is one of the oldest magazines still in existence, 

founded on 6 April 1850 at the behest of Blessed Pope Pius IX. 
Since then, it has become an instrument for reading and 
interpreting history, politics, culture, science and art in the light 
of the Christian faith, in line with the positions of the Pope and 
the Holy See.The Pope reminded them that as they report current 

events, which often challenge our hope, they must transmit to 

faithful that Christians are to keep faith. 

In this context, Pope Leo quoted his late predecessor Pope 

Benedict XVI, who in his 2007 encyclical Spe 

salvi underscored, “My life and the history of the world are not 

left to chance. Providence does not cease. It is as if I had a 
certainty: beyond all failures, I know that my life is held firm by 
the power of God’s love. And thus hope remains, even in the 

midst of shipwrecks.” 

Gratitude to La Civiltà Cattolica 

The Holy Father recognized the significance of the journal’s 
milestone anniversary, acknowledging its enduring contribution 
to the Church, saying he thanked them for their centuries-long 

faithful and generous service to the Holy See. 

"Your work," he expressed, "has contributed and continues to 

contribute to making the Church present in the world of culture, 
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in harmony with the teachings of the Pope and the orientations 

of the Holy See.” 

Describing the journal as “a window on the world,” the Pope also 
marveled at “one of its distinguishing features," namely its ability 
"to engage with contemporary events without fear of confronting 
their challenges and contradictions.” 

Responsibility to educate a better society and world 

In his address, Pope Leo proposed three key areas of reflection for 
the community: educating people to intelligent and active 
engagement in the world, giving voice to the least and the 

excluded, and being heralds of hope. 

On the first point of educating, Pope Leo emphasized, “What you 
write can help your readers better understand the complex 
society in which we live, evaluating its strengths and 

weaknesses.” 

By doing so, he said, the review enables its readers to make 
meaningful contributions to society, including in the political 
sphere, on matters such as social equity, family, education, 

technological change, and peace. 

Fundamental aspect of the life and mission of every Christian 

The Pope then turned to the second point of being a voice for the 

voiceless, and, moreover, "becoming a voice of the poor and the 

excluded.” 

He called this task “a fundamental aspect of the life and mission 
of every Christian,” and quoted Pope Francis who called on 

society to remember those who are so often discarded.  

To live this mission authentically, Pope Leo XIV said, requires 

humble listening and being close to those who suffer. 
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“Only in this way," he suggested, "is it possible to become a 
faithful and prophetic echo of the voice of those in need, breaking 

every circle of isolation, loneliness, and deafness.” 

'Our ultimate hope in Christ' 

Finally, Pope Leo called La Civiltà Cattolica to be heralds of 

hope.“This means," he reaffirmed, "standing against the 
indifference of those who remain insensitive to others and to 

their legitimate need for a future" and "overcoming the 
discouragement of those who no longer believe in the possibility 

of taking new paths.” 

For us, he pointed out, "the ultimate hope is Christ, our way: ‘I 

am the way, and the truth, and the life’ (Jn 14:6).” 

“In Him and with Him," he reflected, "there are no longer dead 
ends along our journey, nor are there realities—no matter how 

difficult or complex—that can stop us or prevent us from loving 

God and our brothers and sisters with trust.” 

Christ's gaze on the world 

Pope Leo went on to remember two memorable reflections the 

late Pope Francis offered to La Civiltà Cattolica. 

Pope Francis, Pope Leo XIV recalled, had reminded the 
community to continue their work "with joy, through good 

journalism, which adheres to no other allegiance than that of the 
Gospel," and had underscored that a "a journal is truly ‘Catholic’ 
only if it has Christ’s gaze on the world, and if it transmits and 
bears witness to that gaze.”  

With this sentiment, Pope Leo affirmed, “These words 
summarize your mission: to perceive the gaze of Christ upon the 
world, to cultivate it, to communicate it, and to bear witness to 

it.” 
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IV.Pope Leo urges Catholics to pray daily Rosary for Peace in 

October 

Pope Leo XIV invites the faithful to join in praying the Rosary 
every day during October to invoke God’s gift of peace, and 
announces a Rosary in St. Peter’s Square on October 11 as part of 
the Jubilee of Marian Spirituality.Catholics across the globe will 
unite to pray the Rosary for peace in war-torn lands, especially 

during the month of October, which the Church dedicates to the 

Holy Rosary. 

“I invite everyone, each day of the coming month, to pray the 
Rosary for peace—personally, in the family, and in community,” 
he said.In his greetings to Portuguese pilgrims, Pope Leo 
lamented the “ruins wrought by murderous hatred.”He invited 
Christians to share with others “the love of Jesus that illumines 

and lifts up humanity.” 

V.Pope at Audience: Jesus redeems darkest places of human 

existence 

At the General Audience, Pope Leo XIV reflects on Jesus’ descent 
into the underworld on Holy Saturday to bring light to the 
darkness of human existence. 

Jesus’ descent into the “underworld” on Holy Saturday – after His 

Crucifixion and before the Resurrection – “is the most profound 
and radical gesture of God’s love for us,” Pope Leo XIV said in his 

catechesis at Wednesday’s General Audience. 

'Death is never the last word' 

Jesus, he said, not only died for us, but sought us when we were 
lost, descending into the place “where only the power of a light 

capable of penetrating the darkness can reach.” 

The Holy Father explained that in this context, the underworld 
is “not so much a place as a condition, where life is depleted, and 

pain, solitude, guilt, and separation from God and others reign.” 
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Descending into hell, Jesus entered “into the very house of death 
to empty it and free its inhabitants, taking them by the hand one 

by one.” 

“In this act,” the Pope said, “there is all the strength and 

tenderness of the Paschal message: death is never the last word.” 

Bearing witness to the Father's love 

Pope Leo emphasized that “this descent of Christ” relates not 

only to the past, but is relevant today: Jesus, who entered into the 
underworld that is the state of the dead, can likewise into “the 
daily hell of loneliness, shame, abandonment and the struggle of 
life… to bear witness to the love of the Father.”Jesus’ encounter 
with Adam in the underworld, Pope Leo said, is thus “the symbol 

of all the possible encounters between God and man.” 

God leads man out of the darkness, “calling him by name” and 

leading him back to the light, “with full authority, but also with 
infinite tenderness, like a father with the child who fears he is no 

longer loved.” 

Nothing untouched by mercy 

So, he said, Holy Saturday “is the day in which heaven visits earth 
most deeply.” The descent into the underworld shows us that 
“nothing can be excluded from His redemption, not even our 

nights, not even our oldest faults, not even our broken bonds. 
There is no past so ruined, no history so compromised that it 

cannot be touched by mercy.” 

Holy Saturday, Pope Leo concluded, “is the silent embrace with 
which Christ presents all creation to the Father to restore it to 
His plan of salvation.” 

VI.Pope invites Rome Diocese to promote pastoral ministry 

that welcomes all 

Pope Leo XIV addresses the clergy and faithful of the Diocese of 
Rome during an assembly at the Basilica of St John Lateran, 
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inviting the Church of Rome to walk alongside the people of God 
with "a pastoral ministry that is supportive, empathetic, discreet, 
non-judgmental, and able to welcome everyone.” 

Pope Leo XIV on Friday afternoon crossed the River Tiber to 
address the Diocesan Assembly of Rome gathered in the Basilica 
of St John Lateran. In his discourse, he upheld the ongoing 
synodal process initiated by Pope Francis, and invited clergy, 

religious, and lay faithful present "to go forward in synodality, 
communion, co-responsibility, and mission." 

Speaking as Bishop of Rome, the Pope expressed his joy at 
meeting the diocesan community and thanked priests, deacons, 
consecrated men and women, and parish representatives for their 
dedication and witness. 

“The Pope is such insofar as he is Bishop of Rome, and I am 
Bishop for you,” he said, describing the gathering as “a great 
embrace of the Bishop with his people.” 

Reflecting on the Gospel of the Samaritan woman at the well, he 
recalled Jesus’ words: “If you knew the gift of God” (Jn 4:10), 
pointing to the Holy Spirit as the “living water” that quenches 
humanity’s thirst and sustains the Church in her mission. 

A supportive and welcoming Church 

Pope Leo stressed the urgent need to renew pastoral approaches, 

particularly toward families and young people. “We must not be 
content with repeating the same things as always,” he warned, 
“but offer a new apprenticeship in the faith, one that introduces 
people to Christian life, accompanies the stages of life, and 
weaves meaningful human relationships.” 

“It is urgent,” he reiterated, “to establish a pastoral ministry that 
is supportive, empathetic, discreet, non-judgmental, and able to 

welcome everyone.” 
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Walking with families and young people 

The Pope noted that families often weighed down by difficulties 
may feel tempted to withdraw from their role of transmitting the 
faith. “The task of the Church,” he said, “is not to replace them 
but to walk with them, becoming companions on the journey and 
offering tools for the search for God.” 

Turning to young people, he encouraged the Church to engage 

them with creativity and understanding: “A ministry capable of 
listening without judgment can provide young people with the 
guidance they seek and offer them a home in the community of 
faith.” 

Formation and mission 
Pope Leo also spoke of what he called an “emergency of 
formation,” urging parishes and communities to become 
“generative” - places that nurture faith and reach out to those 

who have drifted away. 

He underlined the importance of integrating issues that affect 
society and younger generations into parish life, including social 
justice, peace, migration, the care of creation, mental health, and 
the challenges of addiction. “We cannot be specialists in 
everything,” he said, “but we must reflect on these realities, 
listening to the many competencies our city can offer.” 

Growing in synodality and communion 
Concluding his address, the Pope called the Church in Rome to 
walk together in a spirit of synodality and mission. Drawing from 
the Gospel passage of the Samaritan woman, he said: “We too 
must run towards our brothers and sisters, leaving behind our 
jars, and bringing instead the water that quenches thirst forever.” 

He expressed confidence that the Church in Rome will continue 

to grow “in synodality, communion, co-responsibility, and 
mission,” and prayed: “May the Virgin of trust and hope, Salus 
Populi Romani, accompany and guard our journey.” 
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
