May we, too, build 
communities of love and compassion, supporting one another on 
our faith journeys.

I.Pope: Papal representatives embody universality of 
Church’s desire for peace 

Pope Leo XIV meets with his Pontifical Representatives across 
the globe, and urges them to bear witness to the Church’s love 
for the world and her desire to do anything possible to stand on 
the side of those in need. 

As other Popes have done at their first meeting with their 
diplomatic representatives, Pope Leo gifted each with a ring 
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symbolizing their bond to the Successor of Peter, which bears the 
inscription “sub umbra Petri”. 

“Always feel bound to Peter, guarded by Peter, sent by Peter,” 
said the Pope in his address. “Only in obedience and effective 
communion with the Pope can your ministry be effective for the 
edification of the Church, in communion with local Bishops.” 

Papal representatives, he noted, are an image of the Catholic 
Church and her universality, since they hail from many nations 
and are sent to represent the Pope throughout the world. 

At the same time, added the Pope, no other diplomatic corps is as 
united in communion and purpose than the Holy See’s 
diplomatic personnel. 

“The diplomacy of the Holy See constitutes in its very personnel 
a model—certainly not perfect, but very significant—of the 
message it proposes, namely that of human fraternity and peace 
among peoples,” he said. 

Speaking off-the-cuff, the Pope said the ministry of pontifical 
representatives is "irreplaceable," adding that their assistance in 
choosing candidates for the episcopate is truly essential. 

Peter told the lame man that he had no money to offer but that 
he would give the man everything he had, saying to him: “In the 
name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, walk!” 

The Pope noted that Peter told the lame man to look at him, 
indicating that his ministry sought to build relationships, just as 
papal representatives seek to do with states and international 
organizations. 

“Always be Peter's gaze!” he said. “Be men capable of building 
relationships where it is most difficult.” 

Giving Jesus Christ, added the Pope, means giving “love, bearing 
witness to that charity that is ready for anything.” 

This mission, he added, is especially important in the places 
where war, violence, and injustice leave people crucified. 
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In conclusion, Pope Leo invited his representatives to be 
missionaries sent by the Pope to be “instruments of communion 
and unity in the service of human dignity.” 

“Your presence here today reinforces the awareness that Peter's 
role is to confirm in the faith,” said the Pope. “You yourselves 
need this confirmation first, in order to become its messengers, 
visible signs in every part of the world.” 

II.Pope at Audience: There is no cry God does not hear 

Pope Leo XIV holds his weekly General Audience and reflects on 
the Gospel account of the healing of the blind man who cried out 
to Jesus and began to follow Him after his sight was restored. 

Pope Leo XIV used his catechesis at Wednesday’s General 
Audience to highlight “another essential aspect of the life of 
Jesus, namely, His healings.” 

The Holy Father reflected on the Gospel account of the healing 
of a blind man, Bartimaeus, who cried out to Jesus as He passed 
through the city of Jericho on the way to Jerusalem. 

Their meeting place, the Pope said, was significant, as Jesus was 
beginning His journey below sea level and ascending to the Holy 
City. Jesus’ journey prefigures His passage to the underworld, 
where He went after His death “to bring back that Adam who fell 
to the bottom and represents each of us.” 

The name of the blind man, Bartimaeus, is likewise significant as 
representing one who has failed to live up to his calling. The Pope 
noted that the name can be interpreted as “son of honour or 
admiration,” whereas the blind man has been reduced to begging 
by the side of the street. 

Pope Leo emphasized that Bartimaeus knows how to cry out for 
help, even when reproached by the crowd; and, although he is 
blind, “he sees better than others because he recognizes who 
Jesus is.” 
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Jesus responds to his cry because, as the Pope reminded us, 
“There is no cry that God fails to hear, even when we are not 
aware we are addressing Him.” 

However, the Pope noted, Jesus does not go to Bartimaeus but 
calls him to Himself. Bartimaeus, for his part, must “cast off his 
cloak,” giving up his security in order to allow himself to be 
healed. 

“Many times, it is precisely our securities that stand in our way” 
Pope Leo said. Like the blind man, we must appear before Christ 
with all our vulnerabilities exposed; “this is a fundamental step 
in any journey of healing.” 

Finally, the Holy Father draws attention to Jesus’ question, 
“What do you want Me to do for you”; and Bartimaeus’ response: 
“Let me recover my sight.” His answer, which can also mean “to 
look up,” shows that the blind man desires not only to see again, 
but to “regain his dignity.” 

“Let us cry out for them, too,” he said, in the certitude “that the 
Lord will hear us and stop.” 

 

III.Pope on Pentecost: The Spirit shatters our inner chains 
and transforms us 

During the Mass for the Solemnity of Pentecost, Pope Leo XIV 
recalls how the Holy Spirit accomplished 'something 
extraordinary' in the lives of the Apostles, and suggests that 
today, the Holy Spirit likewise descends upon us, ready to 
shatter our inner chains, fears, and hardened hearts, to make us 
new. 

"Today, too, what took place in the Upper Room takes place 
anew in our midst.  Like a mighty wind that overtakes us, like a 
crash that startles us, like a fire that illuminates us, the gift of the 
Holy Spirit descends upon us." 

Pope Leo XIV offered this comforting reminder during his Mass 
for the Solemnity of Pentecost, which also marked the Mass for 
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the Jubilee of Ecclesial Movements, Associations and New 
Communities, on Sunday morning in St. Peter's Square. 

During his homily, the Holy Father underscored how the Holy 
Spirit accomplished "something extraordinary" in the lives of the 
Apostles.   

Shatters inner chains of Apostles and anoints them 

While "following Jesus’ death, they had retreated behind closed 
doors, in fear and sadness," now, Pope Leo observed, "they receive 
a new way of seeing things, an interior understanding that helps 
them to interpret the events that occurred and to experience 
intimately the presence of the Risen Lord."   

In this context, the Pope marveled that the Holy Spirit 
"overcomes their fear, shatters their inner chains, heals their 
wounds, anoints them with strength and grants them the 
courage to go out to all and to proclaim God’s mighty works." 

Pope Leo XIV recalled that at Pentecost, the doors of the Upper 
Room were opened because the Spirit opens borders, as he 
quoted the late Pope Benedict XVI's words in a 2005 Pentecost 
homily: “The Holy Spirit bestows understanding.  The Spirit 
overcomes the ‘breach’ that began in Babel, the confusion of mind 
and heart that sets us one against the other.  The Spirit opens 
borders..." 

'The Spirit opens borders' 

Calling this an eloquent image of Pentecost, Pope Leo XIV went 
on to reflect on this idea, noting the Spirit "opens border" first of 
all in our hearts, and "is the Gift that opens our lives to love."   

"His presence," the Pope reassured, "breaks down our hardness of 
heart, our narrowness of mind, our selfishness, the fears that 
enchain us and the narcissism that makes us think only of 
ourselves."  

Pentecost renews 

The Holy Father also recognized that the Holy Spirit also opens 
borders between peoples, underscoring that "God’s 'breath' 
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unites our hearts," "makes us view others as our brothers and 
sisters," and "breaks down barriers and tears down the walls of 
indifference and hatred." 

With this in mind, Pope Leo XIV reaffirmed, "Pentecost renews 
the Church, renews the world!" 

"May the strong wind of the Spirit," Pope Leo concluded before 
imploring the Blessed Mother in prayer, "come upon us and 
within us, open the borders of our hearts, grant us the grace of 
encounter with God, enlarge the horizons of our love and sustain 
our efforts to build a world in which peace reigns." 

IV.Pope Leo XIV meets Pontifical Commission for the 
Protection of Minors 

In the restructuring of the Roman Curia, Pope Francis had 
elevated the Commission, which works to safeguard and prevent 
abuse and which he instituted at the start of his papacy, to be 
within the Vatican's Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith. 

Pope Leo, likewise, appealed to the Commission to continue this 
direct communication with him, in order to ensure maximum 
efforts are made to protect minors and the vulnerable, in all 
respects. 

The Church has taken significant steps to address cases of abuse, 
including the establishment of their Commission, the updating 
of canon law and other instruments that provide mechanisms for 
reporting abuse and misconduct by bishops, the obligation of 
mandatory reporting to civil authorities in certain jurisdictions, 
and a growing body of national guidelines and safeguarding 
protocols. But even so, the Commission noted that more needs to 
be done on various levels.   

In April 2022, Pope Francis asked the Commission to present 
him with an Annual Report, to serve as a "reliable account of 
what the Church is doing, and what needs to change, in order to 
help competent authorities act." 

V.Pope at Audience: Looking for meaning in life? Turn to God 
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During his weekly General Audience, Pope Leo XIV reminds the 
faithful that God waits for us with open arms, no matter how late 
we are in responding to His call, and also reminds young people 
that if they are seeking meaning in Life, God will offer it to them 
and never disappoint. 

 

"God never gives up on us; he is always ready to accept us and 
give meaning and hope to our lives, however hopeless our 
situation may seem and however insignificant our merits may 
appear. " 

Pope Leo XIV gave this comforting reminder during his weekly 
Wednesday General Audience in the Vatican as he continued his 
catechetical series on 'Jesus Christ Our Hope" for the Jubilee 
Year. 

This week, the Pope recalled Jesus’ Parable of the workers of the 
last hour, in the Gospel passage according to St. Matthew, in 
which the landowner who gives the same wage even to the 
workers of the eleventh hour, to those who arrived much later 
than the others, illustrating the Lord's immense mercy. 

In his catechesis, Pope Leo recalled how the workers hired first 
are disappointed and unable of seeing the beauty of the 
landowner’s gesture, but, the Pope explained, "He wasn’t 
unfair—he was simply generous. He didn’t look only at merit, 
but also at need." 

God wants to give everyone full life 

The Parable, the Pope suggested, challenges us to examine what 
is truly just.For the owner of the vineyard, "that is, for God," the 
Holy Father expressed, justice means that everyone receives 
what they need in order to live, while likewise observing that He 
called the workers personally, knows their dignity, and wants to 
pay them according to that dignity. 

God, Pope Leo went on to marvel, wants to give everyone His 
Kingdom, with "a life that is full, eternal, and joyful.""And that," 
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he highlighted, "is exactly what Jesus does with us: He doesn’t 
rank us." And "to anyone who opens their heart to Him," Pope Leo 
insisted, "He gives all of Himself." 

In light of this Parable, Pope Leo acknowledged that a Christian 
nowadays might be tempted to think, “Why start working right 
away? If the reward is the same, why work more?,” observing that 
St. Augustine responded to these doubt, saying: “Why then do 
you delay to follow the one who calls you, when you are sure of 
the reward but uncertain of the day? Be careful not to deprive 
yourself, through your delay, of what He will give you according 
to His promise.” 

Roll up your sleeves, God won't disappoint you 

Before concluding, Pope Leo said he wished to say something to 
the faithful, and especially the young people. 

"Don’t wait, but respond with enthusiasm to the Lord who calls 
us to work in His vineyard," he underscored, adding, "Don’t 
postpone—roll up your sleeves, because the Lord is generous and 
you won’t be disappointed!" 

God will answer what is the meaning of your life 

By working in God's "vineyard," Pope Leo XIV underscored, "you 
will find an answer to that deep question you carry within you: 
what is the meaning of my life?" 

Therefore, the Pope stressed, "let’s not be discouraged! Even in 
the dark moments of life, when time passes without giving us the 
answers we seek, let us ask the Lord to come out again and find 
us where we are waiting for Him," for "He is generous, and He 
will come soon!" 
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
